1. Introductions:

Introductions were made by Board members present.
2. Review FY06 Annual Report for submission to the Board of Supervisors and the Department of Human Services:

Jill reported that the FY06 Annual Report is in the same format as prior years.  All segments of the report were reviewed with board members.  After discussion, it was decided that the decision last year to eliminate the Peer Review surveys made no significant difference in the amount of consumer surveys returned and information gathered for FY 06. There was concern as to the few number of provider survey returns, but consensus was that we would hear from them if there were problems.  Michelle Allen motioned to accept the draft of the FY06 Annual Report.  Motion was seconded by Carol Fonua.  Motion carried.  The annual report will be on the Board of Supervisors agenda on November 14th to accept the report and it will forwarded to the Department of Human Service by December 1, 2006.  Jill encouraged Board members to review the report and get back to her with any questions or concerns.
3. Poverty Guideline Change – Plan Amendment
While Marshall County is currently below 200% of the current Federal Poverty Guideline to qualify for county funding, HF2780 has been established to standardize the guidelines to 150% for all counties.  Ann Vance motioned to stay in line with the state norm at 150%.  Motion was seconded by Laura Schinnow.  Motion carried.  Jill commented that currently no Marshall County consumer would lose services due to this change.  This change will require a public hearing and a vote by the Board of Supervisors prior to the submission to the State MH/DD Commission for approval.

4. Community Services Balancing Consistency & Flexibility

In order for communities to recognize and support local control of the MH/DD system, a booklet was created by the Iowa Community Services Association entitled “Balancing Consistency and Flexibility”.  Included in the booklet is positive feedback from government officials, consumers, as well as providers regarding local management of the system.  Michelle Allen motioned to adopt the resolution supporting the county management of the adult MH/DD system.  Motion seconded by Laura Schinnow.  Motion carried. 
5. Agency Updates:

Carol Fonua – (DHS Case Management)  reported case loads up to 40+ due to the loss of a Case Manager who transferred to Jasper County DHS.  Carol also spoke of a new Remedial program through Adult Rehab requiring prescriptions for services.
Laura Schinnow – (IVCCD) told of the May 14, 2007 Universal Enhancement Workshop available to everyone as well as parents and providers.  Cost has not been determined.  
Michelle Allen – (North Star Community Services) commented that nothing has changed, other than hiring two new staff persons.  She currently has 19 staff serving 96 consumers.

Jackie Gray – (AEA 267) reported that Kathy Snow will be giving a presentation Friday, December 1st and Saturday December 2nd at Orchard Hill Church in Cedar Falls.  The topic is “if you think different, you act different”.  Jacque will get more info to Linda regarding this presentation and it will be forwarded to advisory board members.

Anne Vance – (CIRSI) commented that she must deal with documentation changes on a daily basis.  It’s difficult to keep staff trained on all the changes.  
Barb Mathews – (Voc Rehab) reported that it is taking less time getting those off the waiting list.  Those with the most significant disabilities are waiting less than a month for services.  Barb explained that she serves adults while Melissa Keen serves the youth.  Supported employment is going strong.  A new requirement of those working in the community is a 32 hour expectation.  Supported employment can be 20 hours.  Barb also said they are in the process of hiring a new Job Coach.  She stressed to keep making referrals.
Jacque Osgood - (AEA 267) announced the TAB meeting to be held November 14th at 2:30 P.M.  She is also preparing a kick-off for the Transition Fair.
