	Vaccination continues throughout the spring by Home Care Plus.  Not many takers.  No scheduled clinics in county.  Just slightly less than 17,000 doses of vaccine given in Marshall County.  Approximately 700+ children did not receive second dose.  Potential issue in fall before seasonal flu vaccine available.

	Most of the stockpile antivirals from state has been returned.  Six courses are at HyVee Pharmacy.  No antivirals have been prescribed for last two months.

	Met May 20th.  Reports from Jackie Pippin, East Central Iowa Childhood Lead Poisoning Prevention Program and Lisa-Marie Garlich, Grant Manager with the City of Marshalltown Housing and Community Development Lead Hazard Control Program were given.  Twenty-eight units have been refurbished. 28% of city’s target.  Jackie’s education goals are 200%.  Marshall County top in state for lead testing compliance.
