	State vaccine allocations continue to be available but Marshall County is no longer ordering due to abundance of vaccine.  Clinics currently held on Mondays through March at the Salvation Army from 3:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.  Staffing assistance provided by MMSC.  Much education to public about H1N1, immunity, safety.  1,100 children still need second dose to develop immunity.  More than 15,000 doses of vaccine given to date.  Agency is trying to reach the children to give the second dose given barriers in the school system.
