	Zostavax vaccine is now available in limited quantities.  MMSC Pharmacy orders take four to six weeks to receive.

	H1N1 
	Marshall County had 55 confirmed cases of H1N1 and 473 contacts of those cases.  May Communicable Disease report will reflect those numbers.  Tina addressed public health cost report of H1N1 expenses for MMSC and public health.  H1N1 vaccine is being developed.  It is expected that two doses will be needed to achieve full immunity against H1N1.  Seasonal flu vaccination will also be necessary this fall for full protection from influenza.  A decrease in seasonal flu vaccine supply is possible.    The Pandemic Flu group will meet at the beginning of August to review strengths/weaknesses of response of April 27th-May 15th, revise plans as needed and prepare for upcoming flu season.

	Maternal Health Care and Women, Infants and Children (WIC) Program Cuts
	Effective 6/1/09, Home Care Plus contract was terminated by Mid-Iowa Community Action (MICA) does not have a contract to provide Maternal Health Care (MHC) services due to no funding from Title V state grant to MICA.  Prenatal vitamins will not be supplied by the MHC program due to cut.  The vitamins are available through Primary Health Care and at very low cost through pharmacies.  The cuts also mean MICA will be providing fewer WIC clinics with decreased hours.  Home Care Plus will staff WIC clinics three times a month.  
	

	Dental Audit
	Carlie Beam, I-Smiles Coordinator, reported the results of the dental screenings audit.  Audit will be submitted to the Iowa Department of Public Health (IDPH) by Carlie. 
	Carlie is to submit audit data for the record to the BOH in writing at next meeting.

	There are nine patients currently on list with total of 31 patients to date.

	Position included in grant submitted by Marshalltown school district.  Foundation will fund position through June, 2009.  Expect to hear outcome of grant by end of June.

	Lead grant for $2.5 million granted for three counties, including Marshall.  130% of goal for blood lead testing is completed.  272% of goal to contact families, service providers and physicians has been reached.  221% of goal for education and outreach has been reached.  There are no funding cuts proposed at this time.

	Coalition for Health
	Childhood Obesity:  Fit Kids After School (Kindergarten through 5th grade) is being held at the YMCA.  Children who cannot pay the $5/day charge for the program are charged on sliding scale based on whether child qualifies for free or reduced price lunch.  $2/day for reduced and $1/day for free lunch students.

	Due in 2011.  FY09 Local Public Health Services Contract Performance Measure linked to $1000 incentive completed, submitted, and awarded.

	Iowa Disease Surveillance System is a database that links labs, infection control departments and public health departments to “same time” data for suspected communicable disease results.  Used for HN1 data entry by IDPH staff toward end but very slow to get test results of confirmed cases.
